One of the definitions of amazement is ECSYA$stead of translating the Greek
word ecstasy—they ‘transliterated’ it into Engligte they did the words baptism,
martyr, etc. They didn’'t want to lose the fulleeaming of ECSTASY by limiting it to
one word so they made it a NEW WORD in our language

Ecstasy: EK—'out of,” and STASIS—'a standinly’$ our reaction to an outstanding
or extraordinary occurrence—so much so that oudnsrthrown into a state of surprise
or fear, or both. The scripture often refers tasita trance—an ‘out of mind’ experience.

In a trance our normal consciousness is oventély the paranormal—the heavenly
vision seems to completely captivate our soul.
